The purpose of the summer interview is to verify that the post-secondary plans of graduating seniors is on track. The interview allows you to remain in contact with students and/or their families through the summer and provide help to those who may have strayed from their original plans. The summer interview is a separate activity from the Fall Survey which is conducted after the students have enrolled in college, and is a required strategy of the MELMAC gra​nt. Fall survey results will be submitted as part of the Annual Report due on Friday, December 31, 2010. 

It is expected that the Summer Interview will be completed by mid-August. The Foundation understands that there may be students who are difficult to reach. However, the grant requires your best effort in contacting each student (and/or their family) who graduates from high school with an intent to enroll in college. The Foundation defines college liberally to include 2 and 4-year colleges, apprenticeship programs, certificate programs, and the military. While it is not a requirement of the grant, we encourage you to contact all Seniors that graduated regardless of their intent. Use your best judgment to identify and prioritize those students who may experience real or perceived barriers which could prevent them from actually enrolling in education beyond high school.
